domestic homicide is an all too common form of violence. in 2009, the cost of a single 
domestic violence homicide response was $1.7 million. based on our 5 year goal to serve 
an additional 23,000 individuals, the cost for homefront’s intervention and protection 
services is just slightly more than $526.00 per individual.
